Extend the Book
€ Have your child help you read the story. Ask what animal is on the pages and then what noise
the animal makes.
€ Point out the animal you are singing about is seen through the new hole in the book.
€ Count the number of animals on each page.
€ Talk about what farmers do. Talk about the jobs the animals in the book perform in real life,
ex. cows are milked by farmers.
€ Ask what other animals you might see on a farm.
€ Talk about zoos and the animals you see there. Talk about the sounds those animals make, and

where you might find them in the wild.
